	The parties might have entered into an MOU, regulating conditions about salary, travel costs, insurance housing etc. If not, the following shall be agreed upon:
The PhD student must be guaranteed a salary that enables the PhD student to be granted a residence permit while studying in Denmark. The salary can be paid by the host university and/or by Faculty of Science. Normally the host university covers the travel costs. It is the responsibility of the co-supervisor at Faculty of Science to make sure that the salary is sufficient for the PhD student to obtain a residence permit during the study in Denmark.
Faculty of Science shall provide a suitable work place, including access to libraries and technical facilities. It is, however, expected that the PhD student brings own lab top. 
Faculty of Science will provide assistance to find appropriate accommodation for the PhD Student. Health insurance coverage and immigration formalities must be arranged by the host university or research personnel in the PhD student’s country of origin prior to the arrival at Faculty of Science.  



Conclusion of the PhD study programme
The double degree programme can be concluded as the result of two defences – one at the host university in accordance with the rules and regulations of the host university and another defence at Faculty of Science in accordance with the rules and regulations of Faculty of Science - or as the result of one mutual public defence.
